Definitions and Interpretation

The following definitions and rules of interpretation apply in these Terms and Conditions.
a) Definitions
 
“Agreement”	The Agreement between the Member and NISH for membership and sponsorship as part of NISH in accordance with the Terms and Conditions
“Business Days”	A day other than a Saturday, Sunday or public holiday in the UK on which banks are open for business
“NISH”	the National Institute for Sport and Health being Swansea University (Registered Charity no. 1138342)
“The University”	Swansea University (Registered Charity no. 1138342) 
“Event”		Any Relevant Event as hereinafter defined
 
“Fee”			The fees stipulated in the Agreement
 
“Relevant Events”	Invitations to attend or present at events or workshops to take place virtually or in person at the University or at any agreed Partner premises
 
“Benefits”             	Access to member benefits for the value stipulated in the Agreement
 
“ILS Building”	The Institute of Life Science, Swansea University, Singleton Park, Swansea SA2 8PP
“Third Party Rights” A person who is not a party to this Agreement has no right under the contract (Right of Third Party Act 1999 to enforce any terms of this Agreement) but this does not affect any right or remedy on the Third Party which exists or is available apart from that Act
“Term” 	A period of 12 months from the Commencement Date or such other period as specified in the Agreement.
 
“VAT”	Value Added Tax or any other tax for the time being replacing the same
1) Interpretation
 
a) A person includes a natural person, corporate or unincorporated body (whether or not having separate legal personality).
b) A reference to a party includes its personal representatives, successors and permitted assigns.
c) A reference to a statute or statutory provision is a reference to it as amended or re-enacted. A reference to a statute or statutory provision includes all subordinate legislation made under that statute or statutory provision.
d) Any words following the terms including, include, in particular, for example or any similar expression shall be construed as illustrative and shall not limit the sense of the words, description, definition, phrase or term preceding those terms.
e) A reference to writing or written. 
f) Words importing the singular number shall include the plural number and vice versa. Words importing the masculine gender only shall include the feminine gender.  Words importing persons shall include corporations.
g) Headings in these Terms and Conditions are used for convenience only and shall not affect the construction or interpretation of these Terms and Conditions.
 
2) Basis of Contract
 
a) The Agreement stipulates the Member Benefits to be received by the Member for consideration paid by the Member to Swansea University. 
b) The Agreement shall only be deemed to be accepted when the Member and NISH execute the Agreement and payment is made within 30 days of receipt of invoice.
c) These Terms and Conditions are expressly incorporated into an agreement part of the said Agreement.
d) On the execution of the Agreement the Member and NISH shall be bound by these Terms and Conditions which shall be legally binding upon them for the duration of the Term or until this Agreement is terminated pursuant to these Terms and Conditions.
 
3) Supply of Member Benefits 
 
a) NISH shall use all reasonable endeavours to supply the Member Benefits as set out below in this Agreement:-

4) Method of Payment

b) Where Members choose to pay by cheque, the whole balance must be received in cleared funds within thirty (30) days of being invoiced. 
c) During the period where the Member has failed to make payment their Membership rights will be suspended until such time as the outstanding amount has been paid.

The Member remains liable for the full amount of the Fee until such time as it is paid in full. 
 
5) Member obligations
 
The Member shall:
a) Always Comply with these Terms and Conditions and comply with any and all additional rules and regulations made by Swansea University in connection with any buildings used under the membership.

c) Make all payments due to the Membership under this Agreement.

e) Only park in the car parking space (if applicable).
f) Not allow any litter to be deposited on any part of the University other than in the correct litter receptacles.
g) Always behave in a proper and respectable manner.
 
6) Data Protection

6.1.1 Both parties will comply with all applicable requirements of all Data Protection Legislation.
6.1.2 Where the Member has ticked the appropriate box in the Agreement, the Member authorises NISH to obtain and use their data for marketing purposes.
 
7) Limitation of liability 
 
7.1.1 NISH shall not be liable to the Member if the Services are not available for use by reason of an event of Force Majeure or for any cancellation of any event whatsoever for whatever reason.
7.1.2 NISH shall not be liable for any financial and/or consequential loss whatsoever howsoever incurred by a Member in respect of the non-availability of any part of the Membership or the ILS Building or Partner premises caused by any reason whatsoever, or for any such financial or consequential loss arising out of the omission of or the exercise of the Services.
8) Termination

Without affecting any other right or remedy available to it, NISH may terminate the Agreement with immediate effect by giving written notice to the Member if:
i) the Member commits a material breach of its obligations under the Agreement including but not limited to failing to pay any amount due under the Agreement on the due date for payment.

Entire agreement
 
i) The Agreement and Terms and Conditions constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and supersedes and extinguishes any and all previous agreements, promises, assurances, warranties, representations and understandings between them, whether written or oral, relating to its subject matter.
ii) Each party acknowledges that in entering into the Agreement it does not rely on and shall have no remedies in respect of any statement, representation, assurance or warranty (whether made innocently or negligently) that is not set out in the Agreement and the Terms and Conditions. Each party agrees that it shall have no claim for innocent or negligent misrepresentation, or negligent misrepresentation based on any statement in the Agreement.
iii) Nothing in this clause shall limit or exclude any liability for fraud.
 
b) Third party rights
 
i) Unless it expressly states otherwise, the Contract does not give rise to any rights under the Contracts (Rights of Third Parties) Act 1999 to enforce any term of the Contract.
ii) The rights of the parties to rescind or vary the Contract are not subject to the consent of any other person.
c) Variation
 
i) The University may from time to time vary the terms of this Agreement upon giving to the Member no less than 30 calendar days notice in writing of such variation.

11) Partnership
a) Nothing in this Agreement is intended to, or shall be deemed to, establish any partnership between the Member and NISH, constitute any Member to be the agent of NISH, or authorise the Member to make or enter into any commitments for or on behalf of NISH.  Each Institution confirms it is acting on its own behalf and not for the benefit of any other person.
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
